Hail Brethren!... What an outstanding dinner speaker we had at our March Stated Meeting!! Mr. Andy Beckman of the Studebaker National Museum
spoke to about twenty – five of our brethren about the Museum and, specifically; about the Marquis De Lafayette “presidential” carriage. This horse drawn
carriage, built by the Studebakers in 1824, was the personal vehicle used by Lafayette in his travels throughout the United States, long after the War of
Independence. The Masonic connection is that Freemason Lafayette visited at least twenty Masonic Lodges in the country during his tour; using this carriage.
An additional connection is that the Studebaker Brothers, who built the carriage, were also Freemasons.

The Studebaker Museum is in possession of the Lafayette carriage, as well as six other “presidential” carriages, including one used by President
Abraham Lincoln. These carriages are all in various stages of deterioration and all need repair and restoration. Recently, the Museum was presented a
“matching funds” grant by the Federal Government to restore the carriages. A matching funds grant means that for every dollar contributed by the public to
the restoration; the government will match a dollar.

While we don’t have all the details about the process as of yet, one thing is certain; Indiana Freemasons have a wonderful opportunity to enrich our
community and help the Museum by assisting in this restoration project! And…, the carriage stays in South Bend. As more information about how we can
help becomes available, we will get it to you. We hope that, as Freemasons, you will be interested in leading the way for this wonderful project.

One of our goals this year is to increase attendance at our Stated Meetings. Good programs and shorter business sessions are helping to do this; and,
as a result we are succeeding! So we hope we will be able to visit with you at our April Stated meeting. An outstanding meal of lasagna by Brother Aaron
Busch will be featured on the festive board.
