And a gem within that treasure is the fact that the Museum possesses a colonial era “presidential”
carriage which was owned / used by the Marquis de Lafayette. Lafayette, an ardent supporter and fighter for our War of Independence, and a well
documented Freemason; frequently traveled in this carriage. Lafayette’s carriage will be one of the featured topics for our dinner hour Masonic Light
program at the March Stated Meeting! Mr. Andy Beckman, archivist for the Museum will be with us to talk about the “new” Museum and the efforts to
restore Lafayette’s carriage, and others, to their original condition.
