THE NORTHEAST CORNER

When the candidate is made to stand in the Northeast Corner of the lodge as the
youngest Entered Apprentice, both the position in which he stands and the posture of his
body have reference to such laws of the “new life” in Masonry are as deserving of careful
consideration. It has long been observed, and that for the most obvious reasons, that
Northeast is neither North nor East, but a midway situation partaking of both. If we
recall that the North is the place of darkness, the symbol of the profane and un-
regenerated world, and that the East is the place of light, the symbol of all perfection in
the Masonic life, you will see that it is fitting that an Apprentice be made to find his
station there; for by virtue of being an Apprentice he is as yet neither wholly profane nor
wholly initiate, having yet much light to receive in Masonry. It is unfortunate that some
Masons, in all the deep senses of the words, never move beyond this position, but
remain, through indifference to the influences of the Order or sluggishness of spirit, in
that halfway place.
